JIAOZUO

Terra-Cotta Warriors - Collection of terracotta sculptures depicting the armies of Qin
Shi Huang, the first Emperor of China. It is a form of funerary art buried with the emperor
in 210-209 BC and whose purpose was to protect the emperor in his afterlife.

Muslim Street - is lined with various restaurants and stalls, some of which specialize
in selling cakes, some in dried fruit and some in snacks. Most famous dishes of Xi'An are
available on Muslim Street, including Marinated Meat in a Baked Bun, Pita Bread Soaked
in Lamb Soup, Bean Threads in Shaanxi Flavoring and Xi’An Dumplings.

Shanxi Museum - the museum houses over 370,000 items, including murals,
paintings, pottery, coins,as well as bronze, gold and silver objects. The modern museum
was built between 1983 and 2001 and its appearance recalls the architectural style of the
Tang Dynasty.

LUOYANG

Shaolin Temple - is reputed to be the Number One Temple under Heaven’. Included
on UNESCO'’s World Cultural & Natural Heritage List in 2010, it is the cradle of the
Chinese Zen Buddhism and the Shaolin Martial Arts such as Shaolin Cudgel. - Forest of
Pagodas - It is a concentration of tomb pagodas for eminent monks adn abbots of the
temple.

Longmen Grottoes - Treasure house of ancient Buddhist cave art. The grottos were
hewed and carved during the Northern Wei Dynasty (386-534), when the rulers relocate
their capital at Luoyang near the end of the 5th century. At that time Buddhism was
speading east into China and was venerated by the imperial court.

Cave Dwelling House - on the loess Plateau in northern China, people hace been
residing in caves knownas yaodong, which is Chinese for “house cave”. Some of these
cave dwellings are carved out of the hillside, while others are dug vertically down to form
a sunken courtyard from which rooms are excavated horizontally. The latter is the most
unusual of which few equals exist in this world.

Mausoleum of the First Qin Emperor - The tomb of the first Emperor
QinShiHuang, its famous for its grand scale in the Chinese Emperor tomb. Due to the
constraints of existing scientific and technological conditions, the underground palace of
the Mausoleum has not yet been excavated. In the legend saids that the underground
palance of the Mausoleum, the various gems are used as the sun, moon and stars; the
gold and jade are the mountains; the mercury as the rivers and lakes; and the South
China Sea is refining the oil into the lamp.
